Featuring violin, clarinet, guitar, bass and percussion, the group bassa immerses the audience into an emotional world of music and lets the atmosphere speak for itself.  The quintet finds their inspiration from various musical styles and cultures.  With charm and sophistication, the five passionate musicians take tango, jazz, and world music into a new style of their own: Tangomondo.
